7 miles to Rainbow Bicycle & Fitness (945 Center St.)

Race Number Placement

Your race number must be visible from the right.
Secure your number so it is visible from the right side. Do not
place the number on your back. The photo below shows the
proper mounting location.

The course is 13.5 miles straight out one way heading north
on Route 4. The start line is at the beginning of the Lake
Auburn inlet and the finish just past Wildcat Enterprises in
Turner. Slightly rolling course with one hill just past halfway
point.

Registration will be inside Rainbow Bicycle & Fitness.

Day of race entries must be received by 8:30 at registration.
Note: You will need a USA Cycling license to enter.

License for $60 the day of the race.
